It's that time of year when the dark comes upon us earlier. This
means cooler temperatures and great riding. We should also be
seeing some drops in our tire pressures. As the cold sets in, the air
pressure in our tires reduces, so | always check before | ride. You may also find that
your reverse gear gets a little more stuck during the cold months. | find a little silicon

spray loosens in up enough, but you may have a better approach. | also have
fogging issues in the mornings. My solution has been to wash the face covers in
Johnsons Baby Shampoo. This seems to prevent the accumulation of condensation
that fogs up the face shield. Again you may have a better remedy.

One of the best inventions | have found is the electric jacket liner. There are several
makes and price ranges, but | find them well worth the investment. Perhaps the best
feature of electric liners is the flexibility. | find | don’t need any additional clothing
other than a long-sleeve T-shirt underneath. In fact, more clothing only insulates you
from the heat emitted by the liner. Dressing like the Michelin tire man may keep us
warm, but try looking over your shoulder with 3 sweaters on. Electric liners have
controllers that allow you to manage how much heat is being generated. This is
much easier and safer than standing on the side of the road to put on more clothes.

| do caution that the comfort can be conducive to sleeping, so don't get too cozy.
Most liners also come with connectors in the sleeves and waist. These are for adding
electric gloves and pant liners. Imagine being temperature controlled no matter
where and when you ride.

If you are not the electrical lining kind of person, then bring the layers. By dressing in
layers, you can improve heat insulation. When we ride, we will typically start out
colder and warm during the day. The exception is when we change elevation. With
the beautiful mountains around here, climate changes are a certainty, so | like to be
prepared. Ride safe, stay warm and have fun.
